The second set of courses, Escoffier’s Young Chefs, is focused on young adults ages 14 — 17 and is scheduled
for the month of July. Both programs of children’s classes are structured similar to Cooking Uptown’s adult
classes, including hands-on participation and dedicated instructor involvement. Children will learn to use
knives and will be cooking on the stove and in the oven.

Refund Policy:
